Dear Partners in Christ: 
 
Thank each of you who not only support the ministry monetarily, but  those of you who  seriously pray 
for  Ruby and I and  the ministry.  I doubt we will  ever know how big a  part your  prayers played, not 
only for us but for the people who are hearing  the gospel  of salvation  through Jesus Christ;  the Way, 
the Truth and the Life.

MIA   has  been  raising  money  to  build  a  new  MATHARE  CHILD  DEVELOPMENT  CENTRE 
Campus.   This trip we left  enough money  to buy 2-acres of  ground and to construct a  7’ high block 
security wall around  the compound.  This is the start of a major vision the Lord has laid on our hearts  
to minister  the gospel of  Jesus Christ in a hands-on  way to these precious street  children of Mathare 
Valley.  Already  its  beginning  to go full  circle  as  the older boys  are going  back  into the slums  to  
minister. Thank you as you prayerfully consider helping to build this project out.

As always, Ruby  and  I pay 100%  of our  expenses so your  dollar goes to the ministry. God bless you as 
you plant  seeds that will sprout, grow up and produce fruit to the glory of  God the  Father through  Jesus 
Christ the Lord.
