Dear Partners in Christ: 
 
In Matthew 27:46 Jesus said “My God, My God, why have you forsaken me?”  When Jesus took upon 
himself the sins of the world He experienced total separation and abandonment from God.  The physical 
agony was horrible but even worse was His experience of spiritual separation from God.  Jesus suffered 
this double death so that we would never have to! 
 
Ruby and I just returned from ministry in Kenya, East Africa and we thank God for allowing us to be a part 
of what He is doing in that part of the world. 
 

UPDATE:  MAASAI BUSH MINISTRY  

The MAASAI are a very primitive and traditional people and many far out in the bush heard the name of 
Jesus for the first time.  It was also the first time many had ever seen a white man.  We estimate 80-100% 
who hear the gospel of life (Jesus saves) come forward to receive salvation.  The Maasai don’t play games 
– what you see is what you get.  But it’s also true that the Holy Spirit’s drawing and convicting power 
knows no bounds. 

Generally speaking, the Maasai know that there is a God, they call him “ENKAI” or “blue sky” but they 
don’t know how to get right with Him!  That’s where we (the body of Christ) and the gospel of Life in 
Jesus comes in (John 14:6).  They also have a vague, distorted concept of sin and they definitely know 
about the spirit world, both good and bad, blessings and curses. 

The ministry to the Maasai was in the Loita Hills near the Tanzania border. 

UPDATE:  MATHARE CHILD DEVELOPMENT CENTRE (MCDC):  

The new 2-acre plot for what we call “THE PROJECT” is now cleared of trash, was being surveyed when 
we left and will see construction of the compound wall begin soon.  (Hopefully by the time you get this 
newsletter). 

There are now 263 kids in the MCDC program.  One of the things needed is more monthly sponsors for 
these kids.  Of the 263 kids, 140 are adopted at $25.00 per month.  Pray,(and pass the word) that soon all 
263 will have sponsors through MIA’s Adopt-A-Child program.  Contact MIA’s  office in Missouri for 
details.

Many of you have heard about the unprovoked attack on the Maasai living in and around MAUSA by the 
SONJO tribe out of Tanzania last april, 2005.  Some of you were even on the tent camp team that 
ministered there just 30-60 days before.  Several Maasai were killed, livestock stolen and houses, grain bins 
and part of the school was burned down. 
 
But God didn’t start a work there to see it go up in flames.  Firewind took in a truck load of blankets, food 
and 100 sheets of tin and MIA built a brand new church for those believers who got saved just 2-months 
before!  About 300 people gathered for the distribution of the items.  Mike preached a salvation message 
and then we went to the school and passed out 210 MIA bibles to the students.
