UPDATE: MATHARE CHILD DEVELOPMENT CENTRE (MCDC)

The MCDC was started in 1995 by Rev. Peter Nuthu and hisMaimma Jane when they bought a loaf of
bread and fed 12 street boys who came to help them wbeteir Mathare Valley church compound.

From that small beginning God birthed the MCDC. The wordklyspread and by 1997 there were 150
kids who were being fed and given water to bathe witihyeSaturday. This was the year Ruby and others
said, “Momma Jane, we’re going to partner with you tip bigese street kids. In 1999 one dailgal was
started for 130 kids, Monday through Friday, along with infdredaication and vocational training. In
2003MERCY IN ACTION (MIA ) became a major partner with Momma Jane and the MC8ice

then MIA has built new kitchens with wood stovestmk on, built more classrooms, helped pay for
teachers’ salaries, school supplies and started thePAB®CHILD program.

Today MCDC has 252 street kids in the program Monday thréugly and up to 300 are fed and allowed
to bathe on Saturdays.

A year ago it was obvious MCDC needed a larger campuw#s to continue. In 200MIA purchased 2-
acres close by. Architectural plans are complete anstiaection is expected to begin this summer on a
new campus with school, kitchen and mess hall, libmgirls dorm, boys dorm, administration building and
some live-in apartments for staff and short term missi The dorms will allow orphans to live on campus.
